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TEACHING
Choos the Right Path!

My son Lawrence and | decided to take
advantage of the beautiful weather and
drive to the Dales and Lake District for a
short break. Lawrence had time off from
work and needed a break and change
of scenery. We were fortunate to get
two double rooms for the price of
singles due to cancellations. Thanking
God for the blessing, we then set about
preparing for our short but welcome trip,
with Lawrence doing all of the driving.

Ouir first port of call was in the Dales
village of Ingleton. We parked up the
car there ready to set off for our walk up
to Ingleborough Hill. It had been thirty
years since | was last there, during the
hot summer of 1976, with a friend
named Alison. Alison and | were
children’s nannies at the time. 1976 was
indeed a hot summer and | had never
been so brown. In fact, | have not been
that brown since. Alison was not much
of a walker. She took one glance at
Ingleborough looming in the distance
and then refused to go any further. So,
with my face set towards the summit, |
left her sitting on the edge of the track
against a wall and set off for the top.
The track Lawrence and | took looked
very much like the one | walked thirty
years ago. Ingleborough’s tabletop
summit is unmistakable.

| have to admit here that, | did struggle
a little as the track became steeper.
Watching Lawrence, striding on ahead
did not help my esteem, but then, he is
much younger than | am and has
stronger legs. | was determined to keep
up with every ounce of stamina within
me and get to the top with Lawrence

He became, if you like, my inspiration to
keep going and reach the top. Once
there, we enjoyed the warmth of the
sun while taking in the views and
sharing our lunch with a couple of
hungry sheep.

On our way down, we decided to take a
path which, though clear on the map,
was not so where we were standing
and looking. There was not much to
show it was a path. Lawrence felt
strongly this must be the one. After
much thought, we chose to go off track
and head across the moor in the
direction the path on the map looked to

go.

As we went on, | decided to pray,
asking God for direction. Moments
after, a fell runner came over a hill. He
had to have come from somewhere in
the direction of civilisation. Lawrence
agreed. Off we set in the direction the
runner came from. Lawrence suggested
we head for the stone wall skirting and
line of trees, and this we did. Praying
along the way, soon led us to a farmer
feeding his cows by the gate in the wall.
He happily pointed us in the direction of
the village and we set off once more.
There was still no sign of anything
remotely like civilisation until, in the
distance we could see the definite
outline of a track that came from the
direction of the hill we had just
descended. It was the very one
indicated on the map which took us to
the road. Lawrence got it right, back up
on the slope. There would have been
no need to go across country in the first
place.

| have often found on my journey with
Jesus, how much | have struggled to
keep going when the road became

rough and steep resulting in losing my
way many times. A stumble here, a knock
there, and tripping up over issues
occasionally caused my walk to be tiring
and difficult, therefore throwing me off the
path. It usually happens when | am not
looking, not focused on the One who
went before me, who already carved my
path ahead of me. Sometimes, | do not
look at my spiritual map, the Bible, to
check the right path to take. David writes
in Psalm 25:4-5 Shkiow me the path
where | should walk, O Lord; point out
the right road for me to follow. Lead
me by your truth and teach me, for
You are the God who saves me. All
day long | put my hopein You.” | admit
here the need to put my hope in God,
ALL day long and not when it suits me
bulldozing ahead or picking my way
through a minefield wearing a blindfold.

When | lived with my dad, he and | would
fall out occasionally. My stubborn pride
and rebellion would stop me from saying
‘sorry’ to him even after he had said it to
me. Eventually, because | loved my dad,
I would go to make things right with him. |
did not want to be distant from his love
for me or cause him to be hurt. | am often
like this with God my Heavenly Father
whenever | have strayed off the path.

| recognise the need to talk with God
more frequently than | do especially when
the path ahead of me is rough, strewn
with all kinds of enemy tactics waiting to
trip me up. These tactics come in various
forms including listening to coarse
conversation, losing my temper (does not
happen very often) or generally having a
wrong attitude (does happen often).

When we deliberately choose to sin
against God, we take ourselves off the
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path He has chosen for us. We can
lose our way in a moment of rebellion.

In Psalm 27:8 David reveals how his

heart was turned toward God; ‘My

heart has heard You s:¢
talk with Meo. I'n addi
responds, ALor d.,Like am
David, | know my God and, He knows

me. In Psalm 25:6-7 David knows and
understands the importance of going

before God to receive His love and
forgiveness, fiRemember, O Lord,

your unfailing love and compassion,

which you have shown from long

ages past. Forgive the rebellious

sins of my youth; look instead

through the eyes of your unfailing

love, for you are merciful, O Lord.0

Again, in Psalm 25:8 David writes “The

Lord is good and does what is right;

He shows the proper path to those

who go astray.” David knew his God.

Even though he had his faults, he knew

and trusted the One who would bring

him back onto the right path.

| have found that having good Christian
contacts help enormously when
needing to get back on track again.
Talking and praying through issues,
bringing things into perspective has
always been a great help to me. | often
make myself accountable to a Christian
friend who is willing to listen, but who
will also pray with me. God will often
reveal to me the issues | need to deal
with at this time. Find someone to
whom you are able to be accountable.
The Lord says, “I will guide you along
the best pathway for your life. | will
advise you and watch over you. Do
not be like a senseless horse or
mule that needs a bit and bridle to
keep it under control” (Psalm 32:8-9)
