The Full and Final Miracle

Anything is considered a miracle if it is 
revealed or manifested in an unnatural 
way. This is a reason why miracles are 
desirable; they are celebrated and sought 
after. A miracle connote something good, 
happiness and joy, and for some of us it 
is the manifestation of God in your 
circumstance or situation. Healing is 
probably the commonest visible miracle 
today and many people associate it with 
great men of God and to a large extent it 
establishes God‟s intimacy and 
supernatural relationship with such men. 
However, you will be right if you consider 
„simple‟ and „natural‟ things like sleeping 
and waking up in the morning, eating and 
drinking and breathing in and out as 
miracles, because so many people out 
there are unable to perform these 
seemingly common functions. 
 

God specializes in miracles; for Him it is 
a way of demonstrating His love and 
power. When He delivered the children of 
Israel from Egypt after 400 years of 
slavery, it was a statement to that 
generation and indeed to Pharaoh (who 
then was a great king) that He is a great 
and powerful God who loves fairness and 
justice. He opened the Red Sea and 
caused the children of Israel to walk 
through on dry ground; He rained food 
from heaven and brought out water from 
the rocks. Likewise, Jesus performed 
many signs and wonders – He healed 
many sick people, He cause one of his 
friends Peter to walk on the waters and 
stopped a very terrible storm that could 

be compared to the Tsunami or Katrina 
by just speaking to it.  And all through 
the ages, God demonstrates His love 
and power through miracles. 
 

But there is one miracle, I consider the 
„full and final miracle‟- the gift of the 
Holy Spirit to man. In Luke 24:49, Jesus 
said to His followers, I will send you the 
Holy Spirit… and He will endue you 
with power from on high. This promise 
was first fulfilled in Act 2:2-4 and 
subsequently unto those that accept 
Jesus Christ as their Lord and saviour. 
The Holy Spirit is the manifestation or 
the tangible expression of God and 
Christ in man - the fullness of all 
godliness is found in Him. Therefore, if 
He lives in you, all of God‟s fullness 
resides in you. In other words, there is 
nothing greater to desire from God than 
His fullness.  
 

The gift of the Holy Spirit is also the 
final miracle, because every desirable 
thing in this life is made available by the 
Holy Spirit. That is why 2 Peter 1:3 says

everything we need pertaining to life 
and godliness.‟ God will not perform 
any greater miracle besides indwelling 
in man. As along as the Holy Spirit 
resides in you, you are unstoppable. 
You‟re an overcomer and more than a 
conquerer.

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TeACHING 

What is Love? 
by Pastor Alex Appiah 

 

I Corinthians 13 
Verse 13 “And now these three remain: 
faith, hope and love. But the greatest of 

these is love.ò 
 

Introduction: 

Love can and is applied to practically 

every human attachment. We can love 
our food, our pets, our jobs, our friends, 
our partners, our families, our churches, 
our countries, and our enemies! 
 

Main: 
I Corinthians 13 verse 1-3 and 8-10 
teaches us that love is the most 
important above all things including 
faith, hope, knowledge, revelation and 
power gifts. 
  

What is NOT love? 
verse 4b-6: says love does not envy, 
boast, proud, easily angered, keeps no 
record of evil and delights not in evil. 
Simply put love is not selfish! 
 

So, what IS  love? 
verse 4a, 7: The character of love is 
that it is kind and patient, protects, trust, 
rejoices in truth and it never fails. These 
characteristics cannot be borne without 
a change of heart initiated by an 
individual receiving forgiveness of sin 
through placing his or her faith in Christ. 
Human nature can only demonstrate 
these towards those who do us good. 
Our understanding of what is love tends 
to be shaped predominantly from a 
materialistic point of view. The New 
Testament Greek language breaks love 
down into four different but related 
dimensions. Looking at these different 

facets of love will help us to better 
understand and apply the greatest 
commandment of them all: “To love God, 

with all our heart, soul, mind, and strength, 
and to love our neighbour as ourselves.” - 
Mark 12: 29-31. 
 

1. Storge - the love between parents 
and children.  

2. Philio - the love of friends.  
3. Eros - the love of pleasure or sexual 

love. 
4. Agape - the love of God.  
 

Storge:  
the love between parents and children, 
is arguably the first and most basic love 
which any of us experience, or lack, in 
this life – Titus 2:4 “These older women 

must train the younger women to love their 
husbands and their children.” 
 

Philio: 
to have a special interest in someone or 
something, frequently with focus on 
close association. This kind of love is 
usually characterised by strong loyalty 
and openness as the people involved 
share many things in common. The 
Bible describe this kind of love as 
stronger than the love of a brother. A 
classical example is the friendship 
between Jonathan and David. I Samuel 

18:1-4 ñWhen David finished talking with 

Saul, Jonathan felt very close to David. He 
loved David as much as he loved himself.
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Saul kept David with him from that day on 
and did not let him go home to his father's 
house.

Jonathan made an agreement with 

David, because he loved David as much as 
himself.

4
 He took off his coat and gave it to 

David, along with his armour, including his 

sword, bow, and belt.ò Every person 
needs to develop this kind of love as it‟s 
required in times of difficulty and 
adversity. I Samuel, 20:1-4 ñThen David 

ran away from Naioth in Ramah. He went to 
Jonathan and asked, "What have I done? 

What is my crime? How did I sin against your 
father? Why is he trying to kill me?" 

2
Jonathan 

answered, "No! You won't die! See, my father 
doesn't do anything great or small without first 
telling me. Why would he keep this from me? 
It's not true!" 

3 
But David took an oath, saying, 

"Your father knows very well that you like me. 
He says to himself, 'Jonathan must not know 
about it, or he will tell David.' As surely as the 
LORD lives and as you live, I am only a step 
away from death!" 

4
Jonathan said to David, 

"I'll do anything you want me to do." 
 

Eros: 
A deeper love of intimacy that goes 
beyond the love of parents and friends. 
It‟s love that reveals a person‟s 
vulnerability to the opposite sex. This 
love if nurtured very well leads to 
oneness and lifelong companionship that 
brings lots of happiness in a person‟s life. 
Genesis 24:67 “Then Isaac brought Rebekah 
into the tent of Sarah, his mother, and she 
became his wife. Isaac loved her very much, 
and so he was comforted after his mother's 
death.” (NCV)  
Ephesians 5:28 “So husbands ought to love 
their own wives as their own bodies; he who 
loves his wife loves himself.” (NCV) 
 

Agape: 
Agape, it is the very nature of God, for 
God is LOVE - 1 John 4:7-12, 16b ñ

7
 Dear 

friends, we should love each other, because 
love comes from God. Everyone who loves 
has become God's child and knows God.

8 

Whoever does not love does not know God, 
because God is love.

9
 This is how God 

showed his love to us: He sent his one and 
only Son into the world so that we could have 
life through him. 

10 
This is what real love is: It 

is not our love for God; it is God's love for us. 
He sent his Son to die in our place to take 
away our sins.  

11 
Dear friends, if God loved 

us that much we also should love each 
other.

12 No one has ever seen God, but if we 
love each other, God lives in us, and his love 

is made perfect in us. ...God is love. Those 

who live in love live in God, and God 
lives in them. 
 

¶ Agape love is not simply an impulse 
generated from feelings.  

¶ Agape love is an exercise of the will, 
a deliberate choice.  
¶ It‟s unchanging – Romans 8:35 “Can 

anything separate us from the love Christ 
has for us? Can troubles or problems or 
sufferings or hunger or nakedness or 
danger or violent death?” 

¶ It‟s self sacrificing – John 15:13 

“Greater love has no one than this, that he 
lay down his life for his friends.” 

 

This is why God commands us to love 
our enemies - Luke 6:27 “But I tell you 

who hear me: Love your enemies, do good 
to those who hate you.” 
 

These four kinds of love are 
progressive in nature. Every individual 
needs to experience each kind at 
different stages of their life, if we‟re to 
develop to our full potential and achieve 
fulfilment. Sadly, if a person lacks 
Storge during nurturing years and is 
unable to develop Philio at the youth 
stage, it can seriously affect a person‟s 
ability to develop long term relationship 
later in life through Eros passionate 
love. The supreme love, Agape, is from 
above and it encompasses all the other 
kinds of love. This can only be 
experienced if you wholly give your life 
to Christ and invite God‟s love to fill 
your heart. It is an expression of God‟s 
love through a person in a selfless, 
giving and accepting way. This love 
keeps no record of wrongs, is not easily 
angered and always seek the best in 
another person. Pray, that your heart 
will be filled with the agape love of God, 
which among the three things that 
remain, is the greatest. God richly bless 
you! 
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
