Please understand, | am all for talk and
discussion; but | am even more for
proclamation. We must never give the
impression that this doctrine is up for grabs or
that we dondt really
believe it or not. We do care and it does matter.
The deity of Christ is the central doctrine of our
faith.

It is impossible to overemphasise Jesus! He,
g/lrolis our Lord, is also the centre of life for us.
All our doctrine, all our teaching, all our
learning, all our study, must lead to Him. We
must lead more like Jesus and lead more to
Jesus.
